Make firm its foundation unto ages of ages and receive our
fervent supplications which are offered to thee therein; through the intercessions of the
Theotokos, O Life and Resurrection of all.

ORDINARY KONTAKION IN TONE TWO
O protection of Christians that cannot be put to shame, mediation unto the Creator most constant,
O despise not the suppliant voices of those who have sinned; but be thou quick, O good one, to
come unto our aid, who in faith cry unto thee: Hasten to intercession, and speed thou to make
supplication, thou who dost ever protect, O Theotokos, them that honor thee.

And I will show you
a still more excellent way. If I speak in the tongues of men and of angels, but have not love, I
am a noisy gong or a clanging cymbal. And if I have prophetic powers, and understand all
mysteries and all knowledge, and if 1 have all faith, so as to remove mountains, but have not
love, I am nothing. If I give away all I have, and if I deliver my body to be burned, but have not
love, I gain nothing. Love is patient and kind; love is not jealous or boastful; it is not arrogant or
rude. Love does not insist on its own way; it is not irritable or resentful; it does not rejoice at
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wrong, but rejoices in the right. Love bears all things, believes all things, hopes all things,
endures all things. Love never ends.
