DOXASTICON & THEOTOKION AT THE LITIA PROCESSION IN TONE FIVE 
Glory to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit. 
Unto him that his the boundary of the Prophets and the beginning of the Apostles, the earthly 
Angel and heavenly man, the Voice of the Word, the soldier and Forerunner of Christ, unto him 
that is born of a promise and that by leaping beforehand proclaimed the birth of the Sun of 
Righteousness; unto him doth Elizabeth give birth this day, and she rejoiceth. The council of the 
elders marvelleth at Zacharias, because he had been placed under the yoke of silence, and as the 
father of the Voice, he prophesieth clearly: for thou, child, shalt be called the Prophet of the Most 
High, and thou shalt go before Him to prepare His ways. Wherefore, O John, Angel, Prophet, 
Apostle, Soldier, Forerunner, Baptist, Preacher of repentance, and guide of the Light, since thou 
art the Voice of the Word, intercede unceasingly for us, who with faith keep thy memorial. 
 
Both now and ever, and unto ages of ages. Amen. 
We the faithful bless thee, O Virgin Theotokos, and we glorify thee, as is meet and proper: O 
unshaken city, impregnable battlement, invincible protection, and sheltering refuge of our souls.

Deacon:  Again we pray for every Christian soul, afflicted and weary, in need of God’s 
mercies and help; for the protection of this holy house and those who sing therein 
and the people here present; for the peace and stability of the whole world; for the 
good estate of the holy churches of God; for the salvation and help of our fathers 
and brethren who with diligence and fear of God labor and serve; for those who 
are gone away and those who are abroad; for those who travel by sea, land and 
air; for the healing of those who lie in infirmity; for the deliverance of captives; 
for those imprisoned and in danger; for our brethren who are serving and who are 
remembered for their labor, and for all who await the mercies of God, let us say.

the wrath stirred up against us and all sickness, and may deliver us from His 
righteous chastisement which impendeth on us, and have mercy upon us.

are far off upon the sea; and be gracious, be gracious, O Master, upon our sins, 
and have mercy upon us. For Thou art a merciful God and lovest mankind, and 
unto Thee do we ascribe glory: to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy 
Spirit; now and ever, and unto ages of ages.

Deacon:  Let us pray to the Lord.

Priest:  O Lord Jesus Christ our God, Who didst bless the five loaves in the wilderness 
and didst satisfy the five thousand therewith, Thyself bless these loaves, this 
wheat, wine and oil, and multiply them in this city, in the houses of those who 
celebrate this feast and in all thy world, and sanctify the faithful who partake of 
them. For it is Thou Who dost bless and sanctify all things, O Christ our God, and 
unto Thee do we ascribe glory, together with Thine unoriginate Father and Thine 
all-holy, good and life-giving Spirit, now and ever, and unto ages of ages.

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TROPARION IN TONE SEVEN 
The clergy sing this Troparion once, and then the choir sings it twice. 

Rich men have turned poor and gone hungry; but they that seek the Lord shall not be deprived of 
any good thing.

• The following Great Dismissal is used at Great Vespers when the Litia and Artoklasia are 

served. The usual one is not said. This follows the Apolytikia.

Priest:  May Christ our true God, through the intercessions of His all-immaculate and all-
blameless holy Mother; by the might of the Precious and Life-giving Cross; by the protection of 
the honorable Bodiless Powers of Heaven; at the supplication of the honorable, glorious Prophet, 
Forerunner and Baptist John—whose Nativity we now celebrate—of the holy, glorious and all-
laudable apostles; of the holy, glorious and right-victorious Martyrs; of our venerable and God-
bearing Fathers; (of Saint N., the patron and protector of this holy community;) of the holy and 
righteous ancestors of God, Joachim and Anna; of the holy, glorious and right-victorious New-
martyr Panayiotis of Caesarea in Cappadocia, whose memory we celebrate today, and of all the 
saints: have mercy on us and save us, forasmuch as He is good and loveth mankind.
