DOXASTICON & THEOTOKION AT LITIA PROCESSION IN TONE EIGHT 
Glory to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit. 

For he fisheth men 
out of the deep, holding in his hands the Rood instead of a rod; letting down its power like a 
fishing line, he draweth up souls from the error of the enemy, and offereth them as a well-
pleasing gift unto God. O ye faithful let us ever extol him with the choir of Christ’s disciples, 
that he might intercede with Him to be gracious unto us in the Day of Judgment.

• After the Litia hymns are chanted stichirarically (slowly), and the procession of clergy and

hearken and have mercy. 
 

Choir:  Lord, have mercy. (THRICE) 
 

Deacon:  Again we pray for all pious and Orthodox Christians. 
 

Choir:  Lord, have mercy. (THRICE) 
 

Deacon:  Again we pray for our father and Metropolitan PHILIP, for our Archbishop 
JOSEPH, and all our brotherhood in Christ. 

 

Choir:  Lord, have mercy. (THRICE) 
 

Deacon:  Again we pray for every Christian soul, afflicted and weary, in need of God’s 
mercies and help; for the protection of this holy house and those who sing therein 
and the people here present; for the peace and stability of the whole world; for the 
good estate of the holy churches of God; for the salvation and help of our fathers 
and brethren who with diligence and fear of God labor and serve; for those who 
are gone away and those who are abroad; for those who travel by sea, land and 
air; for the healing of those who lie in infirmity; for the deliverance of captives; 
for those imprisoned and in danger; for our brethren who are serving and who are 
remembered for their labor, and for all who await the mercies of God, let us say.

Deacon:  Again we pray that He may keep this holy church and this city and every city and 
countryside from wrath, famine, plague, earthquake, flood, fire, the sword, 
foreign invasion, civil war and sudden death; that our good God, Who lovest 
mankind, will be gracious, favorable and conciliatory and turn away and dispel all 
the wrath stirred up against us and all sickness, and may deliver us from His 
righteous chastisement which impendeth on us, and have mercy upon us.

Deacon:  Again we pray that the Lord our God may hearken unto the voice of the 
supplication of us sinners, and have mercy upon us. 

 

Choir:  Lord, have mercy. (THRICE) 
 
Priest:  Hear us, O God our Savior, the Hope of all the ends of the earth and of those who 

are far off upon the sea; and be gracious, be gracious, O Master, upon our sins, 
and have mercy upon us. For Thou art a merciful God and lovest mankind, and 
unto Thee do we ascribe glory: to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy 
Spirit; now and ever, and unto ages of ages.

This Theotokion is sung in Tone Five. 

Clergy:  Rejoice, O Virgin Theotokos, Mary full of grace, the Lord is with thee. Blessed 
art thou among women, and blessed is the fruit of thy womb; 

 

Choir:  For thou hast borne the Savior of our souls. 
 

Deacon:  Let us pray to the Lord. 
 

Choir:  Lord, have mercy. 
 

Priest:  O Lord Jesus Christ our God, Who didst bless the five loaves in the wilderness 
and didst satisfy the five thousand therewith, Thyself bless these loaves, this 
wheat, wine and oil, and multiply them in this city, in the houses of those who 
celebrate this feast and in all thy world, and sanctify the faithful who partake of 
them. For it is Thou Who dost bless and sanctify all things, O Christ our God, and 
unto Thee do we ascribe glory, together with Thine unoriginate Father and Thine 
all-holy, good and life-giving Spirit, now and ever, and unto ages of ages.

TROPARION IN TONE SEVEN 
The clergy sing this Troparion once, and then the choir sings it twice. 

Rich men have turned poor and gone hungry; but they that seek the Lord shall not be deprived of 
any good thing. 
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• Great Vespers resumes with the Aposticha. 
 
• The following Great Dismissal is used at Great Vespers when the Litia and Artoklasia are 

served. The usual one is not said. This follows the Apolytikia.

Choir:  Glory to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit; both now and ever, and 
unto ages of ages. Amen. Lord, have mercy (thrice). Father, bless. 

 
Priest:  May Christ our true God, through the intercessions of His all-immaculate and all-
blameless holy Mother; by the might of the Precious and Life-giving Cross; by the protection of 
the honorable Bodiless Powers of Heaven; at the supplication of the honorable, glorious Prophet, 
Forerunner and Baptist John; of the holy, glorious and all-laudable apostles; of the holy, glorious 
and right-victorious Martyrs; of our venerable and God-bearing Fathers; (of Saint N., the patron 
and protector of this holy community;) of the holy and righteous ancestors of God, Joachim and 
Anna; of the holy, glorious, and all-laudable Apostle Andrew the First-Called; Frumentios, 
archbishop and enlightener of Ethiopia; and Alexander, bishop of Methymna, whose memory we 
celebrate today, and of all the saints: have mercy on us and save us, forasmuch as He is good and 
loveth mankind.

Choir:  Amen. 
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
