THE NEW TESTAMENT PASSAGES
The First Reading

Deacon: Wisdom!
Reader: The Reading from the First Epistle of St. Peter (1:1-2, 10-25; 2:1-6).
Deacon: Let us attend!

Reader: Peter, an apostle of Jesus Christ, To the exiles of the Dispersion in Pontus, Galatia,
Cappadocia, Asia, and Bithynia, chosen and destined by God the Father and sanctified by the
Spirit for obedience to Jesus Christ and for sprinkling with his blood: May grace and peace be
multiplied to you. Beloved, the prophets who prophesied of the grace that was to be yours
searched and inquired about this salvation; they inquired what person or time was indicated by
the Spirit of Christ within them when predicting the sufferings of Christ and the subsequent
glory. It was revealed to them that they were serving not themselves but you, in the things which
have now been announced to you by those who preached the good news to you through the Holy
Spirit sent from heaven, things into which angels long to look. Therefore, gird up your minds, be
sober, set your hope fully upon the grace that is coming to you at the revelation of Jesus Christ.
As obedient children, do not be conformed to the passions of your former ignorance, but as He
Who called you is holy, be holy yourselves in all your conduct; since it is written, “You shall be
holy, for 1 am holy.” And if you invoke as Father Him Who judges each one impartially
according to his deeds, conduct yourselves with fear throughout the time of your exile. You
know that you were ransomed from the futile ways inherited from your fathers, not with
perishable things such as silver or gold, but with the precious blood of Christ, like that of a lamb
without blemish or spot. He was destined before the foundation of the world but was made
manifest at the end of the times for your sake. Through Him you have confidence in God, Who
raised Him from the dead and gave Him glory, so that your faith and hope are in God. Having
purified your souls by your obedience to the truth for a sincere love of the brethren, love one
another earnestly from the heart. You have been born anew, not of perishable seed but of
imperishable, through the living and abiding word of God; for “All flesh is like grass and all its
glory like the flower of grass. The grass withers, and the flower falls, but the word of the Lord
abides forever.” That word is the good news which was preached to you. So put away all malice
and all guile and insincerity and envy and all slander. Like newborn babes, long for the pure
spiritual milk, that by it you may grow up to salvation; for you have tasted the kindness of the
Lord. Come to Him, to that living stone, rejected by men but in God’s sight chosen and
precious; and like living stones be yourselves built into a spiritual house, to be a holy priesthood,
to offer spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ. For it stands in scripture:
“Behold, | am laying in Zion a stone, a cornerstone chosen and precious, and he who believes in
Him will not be put to shame.”
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The Second Reading

Deacon: Wisdom!
Reader: The Reading from the First Epistle of St. Peter (2:21-3:9).
Deacon: Let us attend!

Reader: Beloved, Christ also suffered for you, leaving you an example that you should follow in
His steps. He committed no sin; no guile was found on His lips. When He was reviled, He did
not revile in return; when He suffered, He did not threaten; but He trusted to Him Who judges
justly. He Himself bore our sins in His body on the tree, that we might die to sin and live to
righteousness. By His wounds you have been healed. For you were straying like sheep, but have
now returned to the Shepherd and Guardian of your souls. Likewise you wives, be submissive to
your husbands, so that some, though they do not obey the word, may be won without a word by
the behavior of their wives, when they see your reverent and chaste behavior. Let not yours be
the outward adorning with braiding of hair, decoration of gold, and wearing of fine clothing, but
let it be the hidden person of the heart with the imperishable jewel of a gentle and quiet spirit,
which in God’s sight is very precious. So once the holy women who hoped in God used to adorn
themselves and were submissive to their husbands, as Sarah obeyed Abraham, calling him lord.
And you are now her children if you do right and let nothing terrify you. Likewise you
husbands, live considerately with your wives, bestowing honor on the woman as the weaker sex,
since you are joint heirs of the grace of life, in order that your prayers may not be hindered.
Finally, all of you, have unity of spirit, sympathy, love of the brethren, a tender heart and a
humble mind. Do not return evil for evil or reviling for reviling; but on the contrary bless, for to
this you have been called, that you may obtain a blessing.

For this is why the Gospel was preached even to the dead, that though
judged in the flesh like men, they might live in the spirit like God. The end of all things is at
hand; therefore keep sane and sober for your prayers. Above all hold unfailing your love for one
another, since love covers a multitude of sins. Practice hospitality ungrudgingly to one another.
As each has received a gift, employ it for one another, as good stewards of God’s varied grace:
whoever speaks, as one who utters oracles of God; whoever renders service, as one who renders
it by the strength which God supplies; in order that in everything God may be glorified through
Jesus Christ. To Him belong glory and dominion forever and ever. Amen.

Rejoice, thou heaven gifted with speech, ever declaring the divine glory of our God; the first who
obeyed with fervor the Savior Christ when He called and didst straightway join thyself to Him
with zeal. And all set aflame by Him, thou wast seen as a second light that with thy lightnings
didst enlighten those in the dark, imitating thus His great goodness and love for man. Wherefore,
O Andrew, we observe thine all-holy festival, and in all gladness, we reverence thy reliquary in
piety, whence thou overflowest with salvation and Great Mercy for them that ask of thee.

Verse 1. His sound hath gone forth into all the earth, and his words unto the ends of the world.
Finding the First of all things desired, clothed with our nature for His boundless compassion’s
sake, O Andrew of godly mind, through all fiery longing and love with Him thou wast mingled,
and thou didst cry out to thy brother, speaking thus: We have found Him that was proclaimed by
all the Prophets in the Spirit; come let us then captivate our soul and our mind with His
comeliness, that being brightly guided by His shinings, we might drive off the night of falsehood
and error and the deep darkness of ignorance, while blessing Christ Jesus, Who bestoweth His
Great Mercy and peace upon the world.

Verse 2. The heavens declare the glory of God, and the firmament proclaimeth the work of His
hands.

Thou didst catch in the net of thy words and sacred oracles the nations that knew not God from
out of the deep of ignorance, O thou man of renown; and the briny seas thou didst trouble to the
depths, since thou art a foremost horse of the Sovereign Lord of the sea; and thou hast dried up
the foul stench of godlessness, casting therein thy great wisdom as precious salt, at which they
were astonished with the great astonishment, they who clave shamelessly unto a wisdom foolish
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and void of sense, O glorious Apostle Andrew, for they knew not Christ, Who granteth Great
Mercy to the world.
