Since thou art a liberator and deliverer of captives, a help and support of the poor and needy, a
healing physician of the sick, a contender and fighter for kings, O great among Martyrs, the
victory-clad George; intercede with Christ God for the salvation of our souls.

APOLYTIKION OF MYRRH-BEARING WOMEN IN TONE TWO
Both now and ever, and unto ages of ages. Amen.
Verily, the angel came to the tomb and said to the ointment-bearing women, the ointment is meet
for the dead, but Christ is shown to be remote from corruption. But cry ye: The Lord is risen,
granting the world the Great Mercy.
