O glorious Apostle Paul, who can describe thy bondage and sorrows in the cities; the 

tribulations, hardships, vigils and painful misfortunes, through hunger and thirst, through cold, 

nakedness, barrel, beatings with rods, stoning, crossing of wilderness, and drowning in the 

bottom of the sea? Thou hast become a spectacle to angels and men, bearing all with the help of 

Christ Who established thee. Wherefore, we, who celebrate thy memorial in faith, beseech thee 

to intercede for the salvation of our souls. 

 

Verse 2. The Heavens declare the glory of God, and the firmament proclaimeth the work of His 

hands. 

Let us extol Peter and Paul, the two great luminaries of the Church; for they did shine forth in the 

firmament of faith, transcending the sun in brilliancy; by the rays of whose preaching they led 

forth the Gentiles from ignorance into divine knowledge. Wherefore, one of them was nailed 
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upon the Cross, making his way unto Heaven where he received the keys of the Kingdom from 

Christ Himself; and the other was beheaded with the sword, and was carried to the Savior, and 

worthily is deemed blessed; both declaring that Israel laid hand against the Lord unjustly. By 

their prayers, therefore, O Christ our God, demolish our enemies and establish the Orthodox 

Faith; for Thou art the Lover of mankind.

Wherefore, let 

Rome receive the glad tidings rejoicing, and let us, brethren, feast this all-solemn day, crying 

unto them: Rejoice, O Peter the Apostle and the special friend of the Teacher Christ our God. 

Rejoice, O truly beloved Paul, preacher of the Faith and teacher of the universe. And because of 

your privilege, O sanctified pair, beseech Christ our God to save our souls.
