THE PSALM OF INTRODUCTION—PSALM 103

Exceeding glorious beyond the power of thought are thy mysteries, O Theotokos. For being
sealed in purity and preserved in virginity, thou wast acknowledged to be in very truth the
mother who didst bring forth the true God; wherefore entreat Him to save our souls.

Choir: Father, bless!
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Priest: Christ our God, the Existing One, is blessed, always, now and ever, and unto ages

of ages.

Choir: Amen. Preserve, O God, the holy Orthodox faith and all Orthodox Christians,
unto ages of ages. Amen.

Priest: Most holy Theotokos, save us.

Choir: More honorable than the Cherubim, and more glorious beyond compare than the

Seraphim, thou who without corruption bearest God the Word and art truly
Theotokos: we magnify thee.

Priest: Glory to Thee, O Christ our God and our hope, glory to Thee.

Choir: Glory to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit; both now and ever, and
unto ages of ages. Amen. Lord, have mercy (thrice). Father, bless.

Priest: May He Who rose from the dead, Christ our true God, through the intercessions of His
all-immaculate and all-blameless holy Mother; by the might of the Precious and Life-giving
Cross; by the protection of the honorable Bodiless Powers of Heaven; at the supplication of the
honorable, glorious Prophet, Forerunner and Baptist John; of the holy, glorious and all-laudable
apostles; of the holy, glorious and right-victorious Martyrs; of our venerable and God-bearing
Fathers; of Saint N., the patron and protector of this holy community; of the holy and righteous
ancestors of God, Joachim and Anna; of our righteous father Venerable Timothy of Symbola;
Eustathios, archbishop of Antioch; Zachariah, patriarch of Jerusalem; and George, bishop of
Amastris, whose memory we celebrate today, and of all the saints: have mercy on us and save us,
forasmuch as He is good and loveth mankind.
