Deacon: Wisdom! Attend! Let us hear the Holy Gospel.

Priest: Peace be to all.

Choir: And to thy spirit.

Priest: The Reading from the Holy Gospel according to Saint Luke (24:12-35).

Choir: Glory to Thee, O Lord, glory to Thee.

Deacon: Let us attend!

Priest: At that time, Peter arose and ran to the tomb; and stooping down, he saw the linen cloths
lying by themselves; and he departed, wondering to himself what had happened. That very day
two of them were going to a village named Emmaus, about seven miles from Jerusalem, and
talking with each other about all these things that had happened. While they were talking and
discussing together, Jesus Himself drew near and went with them. But their eyes were kept from
recognizing Him. And He said to them, “What is this conversation which you are holding with
each other as you walk?” And they stood still, looking sad. Then one of them, named Cleopas,
answered Him, “Art Thou the only visitor to Jerusalem Who does not know the things that have
happened there in these days?” And He said to them, “What things?” And they said to Him,
“Concerning Jesus of Nazareth, Who was a prophet mighty in deed and word before God and all
the people, and how our chief priests and rulers delivered Him up to be condemned to death, and
crucified Him. But we had hoped that He was the one to redeem Israel. Yes, and besides all this,
it is now the third day since this happened. Moreover, some women of our company amazed us.
They were at the tomb early in the morning and did not find His body; and they came back
saying that they had even seen a vision of angels, who said that He was alive. Some of those who
were with us went to the tomb, and found it just as the women had said; but Him they did not
see.” And He said to them, “O foolish men, and slow of heart to believe all that the prophets
have spoken! Was it not necessary that the Christ should suffer these things and enter into His
glory?” And beginning with Moses and all the prophets, He interpreted to them in all the
scriptures the things concerning Himself. So they drew near to the village to which they were
going. He appeared to be going further, but they constrained Him, saying, “Stay with us, for it is
toward evening and the day is now far spent.” So He went in to stay with them. When He was at
table with them, He took the bread and blessed, and broke it, and gave it to them. And their eyes
were opened and they recognized Him; and He vanished out of their sight. They said to each
other, “Did not our hearts burn within us while He talked to us on the road, while He opened to
us the scriptures?” And they rose that same hour and returned to Jerusalem; and they found the
eleven gathered together and those who were with them, who said, “The Lord has risen indeed,
and has appeared to Simon!” Then they told what had happened on the road, and how He was
known to them in the breaking of the bread.
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Choir: Glory to Thee, O Lord, glory to Thee.

Reader: In that we have beheld the Resurrection of Christ, let us bow down before the Holy Lord
Jesus, the only sinless One. Thy Cross do we adore, O Christ, and Thy Holy Resurrection we
praise and glorify: for Thou art our God, and we know none other beside Thee; we call upon Thy
Name. O come, all ye faithful, let us adore Christ’s Holy Resurrection. For lo, through the Cross
is joy come into all the world. Ever blessing the Lord, let us sing His Resurrection: for in that He
endured the Cross He hath destroyed Death by death.

PSALM 50

Reader: Have mercy on me, O God, according to Thy Great Mercy; and according to the
multitude of Thy compassions blot out my transgression. Wash me thoroughly from mine
iniquity, and cleanse me from my sin. For I know mine iniquity, and my sin is ever before me.

Deliver me from
blood-guiltiness, O God, Thou God of my salvation; my tongue shall rejoice in Thy
righteousness. O Lord, Thou shalt open my lips, and my mouth shall declare Thy praise. For if
Thou hadst desired sacrifice, I had given it; with whole-burnt offerings Thou shalt not be
pleased. A sacrifice unto God is a broken spirit; a heart that is broken and humbled God will not
despise. Do good, O Lord, in Thy good pleasure unto Zion, and let the walls of Jerusalem be
built up. Then shalt Thou be pleased with a sacrifice of righteousness, with oblation and whole-
burnt offerings. Then shall they offer bullocks upon Thine altar.

LENTEN TROPARION AFTER PSAIM 50 IN TONE EIGHT
Glory to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit.
Open to me the doors of repentance, O Life-giver; for my soul goeth early to the temple of Thy
holiness, coming in the temple of my body, wholly polluted. But because Thou art
compassionate, purify me by the compassion of Thy mercies.

Both now and ever, and unto ages of ages. Amen.

Prepare for me the way of salvation, O Theotokos; for I have profaned myself with coarse sins,
and consumed my whole life with procrastination.

protector of this holy community, of the holy and righteous ancestors of God, Joachim and Anna;
of our father among the saints, Gregory Palamas, archbishop of Thessalonica; Venerable Basil
the Confessor, companion of Prokopios of Decapolis; Hieromartyr Proterios, patriarch of
Alexandria; Apostles Nympha and Euvoulos; and New-martyr Kyranna, whose memory we
celebrate today, and of all Thy saints: we beseech Thee, O most merciful Lord, hearken unto the
petitions of us sinners who make our supplications unto Thee, and have mercy upon us.

KONTAKION AND OIKOS FOR SECOND SUNDAY OF GREAT LENT (Plain Reading)
Holy and divine instrument of wisdom, joyful trumpet of theology, with one accord we sing thy
praises, O Gregory inspired by God. But since thou now standest in mind and spirit before the
Original Mind, guide our minds to Him, O father that we may cry to thee: Rejoice, preacher of
grace.

Thou hast appeared on earth as an angelic messenger, proclaiming unto mortal men the mysteries
of God. Endowed with a human mind and flesh, yet speaking with the voice of the bodiless
power, thou hast filled us with amazement, O Gregory, saint inspired by God, and made us to cry
aloud to thee: rejoice, for through thee is the darkness dispelled; rejoice, for through thee the
light has returned. Rejoice, messenger of the uncreated Godhead; rejoice, reprover of created
folly. Rejoice, height impossible to climb that tells us God’s nature; rejoice, depth hard to scan
that speaks of His energy. Rejoice, for thou hast rightly proclaimed God’s glory; rejoice, for thou
hast denounced the opinions of evildoers. Rejoice, torch that shows us the Sun; rejoice, cup filled
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with nectar. Rejoice, for through thee the truth has shone forth; rejoice, for through thee
falsehood has been plunged into darkness. Rejoice, preacher of grace!

THE SYNAXARION (Plain Reading)
On February 28 in the Holy Orthodox Church, we commemorate Venerable Basil the Confessor,
companion of Prokopios of Decapolis; Hieromartyr Proterios, patriarch of Alexandria; Apostles
Nympha and Euvoulos; and New-martyr Kyranna.
On this same day, the Second Sunday of the Fast, we make remembrance of our father
among the saints, Gregory Palamas, archbishop of Thessalonica.

Verses
The Source of light leads toward glimmer of day the inner sanctuary.
A radiant proclaimer of light, now truly great.

This divine father was born in Asia and was brought up from infancy in the royal palace of
Constantinople. When he was of age, Gregory left the palace and gave himself to asceticism on
Mount Athos. He eventually moved to Thessalonica to seek cure for the diseases he contracted
because of his asceticism and piety. In 1349, he was elevated to the episcopacy, tending to his
people in an Apostolic fashion for 13 years. He is glorified as an ascetic, a theologian, a hierarch
and a miracle-worker, who forsook a prominent, secular lifestyle to take up his cross and follow
Christ. The Most-Holy Theotokos, St. John the Theologian, St. Demetrius, St. Anthony the
Great, St. John Chrysostom and angels of God appeared to him at different times.
Through his intercessions, O Lord Jesus Christ our God, have mercy upon us. Amen.

KATAVASIAS OF THE AKATHIST CANON IN TONE FOUR
Ode 1. I shall open my mouth and it will be filled with the Spirit; and I shall speak forth to the
Queen and Mother. I shall be seen joyfully singing her praises, and I shall delight to sing of her
wonders.

Ode 3. As a living and copious fountain, O Theotokos, do thou strengthen those who hymn thy
praises, and are joined together in spiritual company for thy service; and in thy divine glory
make them worthy of crowns of glory.

Ode 4. He Who sits in clouds of glory upon the throne of Godhead, Jesus the most high God,
came with mighty hand and saved those who cried out unto Him: Glory to Thy power, O Christ.

Ode 5. All creation was amazed at thy divine glory, for thou, O unwedded Virgin, didst hold in
thee the God of all, and didst bear the Eternal Son, Who rewards with salvation all those who
hymn thy praises.

Ode 8. The three holy children in the furnace the Child of the Theotokos saved; then was the
type, now is its fulfillment, and the whole world gathers to sing: All ye works praise the Lord
and magnify Him unto all ages.
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Deacon: The Theotokos and Mother of the Light let us honor and magnify in song.

Great, therefore, are Thy mercies, O ineffable Savior; have mercy upon us.

Verse 3. Praise Him for His mighty acts: praise Him according to His excellent greatness.

The women did hasten to Thy tomb to behold Thee, O Lord, Who didst suffer for us. And when
they arrived, advancing, they saw an angel sitting on the stone rolled back from fear. And he
shouted to them, saying, The Lord hath risen. Go and tell the Disciples that the Savior of our
souls is risen from the dead.

Verse 4. Praise Him with the sound of the trumpet. Praise Him with the psaltery and harp.

O Lord Savior, Thou didst enter unto Thy Disciples, the doors being closed, as Thou didst come
out of the sealed tomb, showing the sufferings of the flesh which Thou didst accept in long-
suffering; for Thou didst submit to pains patiently since Thou art the seed of David. But since
Thou art the Son of God, Thou didst liberate the world. Great therefore, are Thy mercies, O
incomprehensible Savior. Have mercy upon us.

Verse 5. Praise Him with the timbrel and dance; praise Him with stringed instruments and
organs.

O Lord, King of ages and Creator of all, Who didst accept crucifixion and burial in the body for
our sakes, to deliver us all from Hades, Thou art our God, and beside Thee we know no other.
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For St. Gregory Palamas in Tone One
Verse 6. Praise Him upon the loud cymbals: praise Him upon the high-sounding cymbals. Let
everything that hath breath praise the Lord.
Thou didst live in the world of blessed life. Wherefore, thou dost rejoice now with the
congregations of the blessed, and dwellest in the land of the meet, as one who is meek, O Bishop
Gregory, enriched by God with the grace of miracles, which thou dost grant to those who honor
thee.

Verse 7. The mouth of the righteous shall meditate on wisdom, and his tongue shall speak of
Jjudgment.

Planting the doctrines of Orthodoxy, uprooting the thistles of wicked opinion, O blessed
Gregory, and growing well the plant of faith with the rain of thy sayings, thou didst offer to God,
like a good farmer, ears a hundred fold.

Verse 8. Thy priests, O Lord, shall be clothed in righteousness, and Thy saints shall rejoice.

The ranks of angels and assemblies of men wondered at the splendor of thy blameless life, O
blessed Gregory; for by thine own choice thou didst reveal thyself as a firm striver, an ascetic, a
worthy Bishop, a deserving minister of God, and a chosen friend.
